




\ Day 8 | Sunday | Toscana Amore Mio : Tuscany My Love

9:00am - Pienza, considered the “Jewel of the Renaissance”, will be our first stop in Southern Tuscany, where we’ll visit a 
traditional cheese maker of the area’s well-known pecorino cheese, followed by tasting of cheese, local honey and wine. A 
visit to the town of Pope Pius II with lunch in local trattoria and free time on your own. In Montepulciano we’ll stop at one 
of Italy’s oldest wine cellars and an original Coppersmith’s workshop, then enjoy some free time to 
explore. This town is known for the Vino Nobile di Montepulciano, one of 
Italy’s most refined red wines, which we’ll enjoy at a lovely family-owned 
winery with a home made dinner.  BLD

\ Day 9 | Monday | Uva & Olive : Grapes & Olives

10:00am - Get to know a family who owns and lives in a Medieval Castle with 
an intriguing history involving the Medici family! A private visit of the castle, 
learning about their wine & olive oil, followed by group lunch. Dinner with 
traditional Tuscan specialties prepared by the Villa’s Chef, paired with 
the villa’s wine. This is your fourth and final night at the villa. BLD

10:00am - Transfer to Rome, where you will spend the final night of the tour. On our way through 
Florence, we’ll stop at the Piazzale Michelangelo, a terrace overlooking the absolute best view of the city, where you’ll 
have the opportunity to take some truly memorable pictures and perhaps purchase some wonderful art from local artists. 
We’ll stop for lunch on our way to Rome. Tonight will be the last night of the tour. The friendly hotel staff will gladly make 
reservations for dinner for you - make it a special night!
